Kramnik holds his lead after the third game        

Brissago, September 28, 2004. After yesterday’s first rest day at the Classical World  Chess Championship at CENTRO DANNEMANN (Brissago/Switzerland) Vladimir Kramnik and Peter Leko continued their match for the title. The third game ended in a draw after 23 moves - and so the 28 year old Russian holds his lead against his challenger from Hungary.              
Today Kramnik showed his remarkable opening preparation of the first match once again. Although Leko was first to deviate from the first game, it was the World Champion who came with the novelty. A simple move (17…Qc2) with intention just to exchange the Queens, put the challenger in the long thought. In the endgame the white pawn structure looked more vulnerable. After almost an hour thought Leko decided to simplify the position. The forced play leaded to a drawish endgame with the opposite-coloured bishops.
